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	  What is TECT?
TECT (Tauranga Energy Consumer Trust) was formed in December 1993 and in March 1994 received 44 million shares in TrustPower Limited.  Today TECT holds a 28.6% share in the capital of TrustPower.  The purpose of TECT is to manage the assets of the Trust for the benefit of qualifying Consumers.  In the Trust Deed Consumers are TrustPower account holders situated in Tauranga City and the Western Bay of Plenty.  Under the Deed, the Trust may accumulate or distribute income in such manner as Trustees may decide.  TECT’s income from its TrustPower dividends and other assets is distributed to approximately 60,000 Consumers mainly by way of cheques and partly by way of this Subsidy Scheme.  The Trust is managed by six Trustees who are elected by the Consumers.

  What is the Community Amenities Fund?

TECT considers applications from community and charitable organisations who are TECT Consumers.  Priority is given to applications from groups that show local initiative and where the Grant will benefit a significant part of our community in providing a Community Amenities Project.  Funding will generally not be considered for projects where spending has already been committed.
Applications are considered on a case-by-case basis.    
  Which organisations are eligible?
Your organisation must have a TrustPower account in its name and be situated in the Tauranga City or Western Bay of Plenty areas.  TrustPower accounts in individual names are not acceptable.
Your organisation must be a charitable or non-profit making body.
  What we will fund
Funding within this category is to contribute to Community Amenities within the TECT District. An amenity must be of significant benefit to the community with funding directed towards a permanent new amenity or a significant upgrade of an existing amenity. Applications are evaluated on their merits and criteria to benefit TECT Consumers. A discount for TECT Consumers (if applicable) is part of the consideration of applications within this category.  

	
	  Applying for Funding

Applications for a Community Amenities Grant may be submitted at any time during the year.  Preference will generally be given to organisations that have not received a Grant previously.

Applications should be submitted not less than 3 months before the final date the organisation requires a decision.

  Your Responsibilities

You must use the Grant for the purpose it was given and approved, and meet any conditions we may decide on.

Grants are non-transferable to other events/projects.

TECT reserves the right to terminate a Grant where it considers the terms of the Grant have been seriously breached.  In this event, part or all of the Grant may have to be refunded.

You must provide us with all information as detailed in the Application Form and on the Checklist.

A condition of the Grant is that the organisation report back to TECT on the project.
  TECT’s Responsibilities
Receipt of your completed Application will be confirmed by mail.

All applicant organisations will be advised whether or not their funding application has been successful.

As part of the assessment process, a TECT representative may visit your organisation to discuss the project in more detail.  TECT representatives will also visit a selection of successful applicants to ensure that TECT funding has been applied appropriately and to assess whether projects have met their objectives.
  GST and Taxation

As the Grant is a distribution is a distribution of beneficiary income, it is exempt for GST.
